4. Organize my shop: Ha! This is a dream! However, |
did go to a place called Building Value in the Northside
area and bought two kitchen wall cabinets for a total of
$10. | turned them into base cabinets and now have a
place to hide those tools | haven't used yet, and lots of
other stuff. | also made rack to hold my turning tools

and mounted it on one of the cabinets. They have lots of

cabinets and counter tops at Building Value T very
affordably priced.
5. Do some mentoring: Like golf, wood -turning is a

'journey'. One of the greatest things about the OVWG is
the general willingness and enthusiasm with which our
members share skills and ideas, and help each other
improve.
